Fun Football Free Month
We have created several Euro 2020 engagement programmes to support clubs recover from the impact of COVID-19. One of these programmes, will see an additional ‘Free fun football month’ take place in June and July during the time of the Championships. 

We are keen to take advantage of the heightened exposure and interest there will be in football during this time and for this reason as a ‘one off’, we are expanding the ‘Free fun football month’ initiative, which is usually delivery by our FAW/McDonalds’ Charter Marked Providers, to involve our FAW Accredited Clubs. This initiative will support clubs in recruiting new players. 


What is the free fun football month?

The aim of the initiative is to introduce new boys and girls to the game (not existing club members).  The target audience is 5–11 year olds with participants having to pre-register through an online platform managed by the FAW Trust. There will be a national promotional and marketing campaign which will be driven through FAW/FAW Trust and McDonalds platforms. Clubs will receive £3.50 per player that attends each session.


What is involved?

Clubs would be required to deliver a 60-minute weekly session for four weeks. Each session should be open to a minimum of 20 players and a maximum of 30. Clubs would be required to source a suitable venue, coaches and provide training equipment. Clubs will need to follow a fun football technical coaching session guide.  

Sessions would need to take during the following weekly periods (1 per week):
